Complex sentence  
 A sentence that contains a principal clause and a sub-ordinate 

clause is called a complex clause. 

Principal clause:- 

 Principal clause is the clause that makes good sense and can stand 
by itself. 



1. She went because she was invited. 

2. She is the girl who sings very well. 

 3. The train had arrived before I reached the station. 

Sub-ordinate clause:- 

 Sub-ordinate clause is the clause that does not make good sense 
and can't stand by itself. 

4. I know the boy who was sitting beside you.

 A sentence that has a principal clause is called a complex 
sentence .  

3. Complex sentence  

 The clause which contains the main verb of the entire complex 
sentence is called the principal ( or main ) clause . 

 The clause which depends on the principal clause of the complex 
sentence is called sub -ordinate clause .
